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1.  Forgetting gets us in trouble.  Share an incident in your life when forgetting something got you in trouble.
2.
“The infinite reservoir of future grace is flowing back through the present into the ever-growing pool of past grace.  The inexhaustible reservoir is invisible except through the promises.  But the ever-enlarging pool of past grace is visible; and God means for the certainty and beauty and depth to strengthen our faith in future grace” (John Piper, Future Grace, Multnomah Publishers, Inc. 1995, p. 102).  Name some of the “promises” of grace yet to be delivered to us.  Besides communion, when else could you regularly contemplate the “ever-enlarging pool” of past grace?   
Examples of promises might include Matthew 6:4, 6, 18, 33; John 6:39-40; 14:2-3; 1 Cor. 10:31; Rom. 8:28, 32; 1 Tim. 6:18-19; 1 Peter 1:3-5; 1 John 3:2.  Do you have others that are precious to you?

I hope retreats and small group meetings and personal devotions might all be mentioned as times to reflect on God’s past grace to us.
3.
Unable to sleep because he lamented some disaster in Israel, Asaph cried out to the Lord in prayer (Ps 77).  What problems or unanswered questions have kept you awake?  How has such unanswered questions affected your relationship with God?  What might encourage you to commit those matters to the Lord?  

This is a very personal question.  It may help if you set the example by sharing first.  Was there a death or a tragedy or natural disaster or disease that has ever left you asking the questions Asaph asked?
4.
For the OT saints, the Exodus was the pinnacle event of God’s deliverance to look back upon;  for NT saints, it is the cross.  Compare and contrast these two events.  What points of similarity do they have?  How is the cross superior (for starters, review the logic of Romans 8:32)?
Trace the logic of Romans 8:32.  Paul argues from the greater to the lesser. Since God did not spare his own Son, then surely he must and will freely give us all things with him.  Two tasks are motivated by same desire, but one is very improbable because the cost is so high, and the other is more probable because the cost is less.  If I have the desire for both tasks, and somehow manage to accomplish the costly one, then it is virtually assured the less costly one will be accomplished.

5.  Pastor Bryan encouraged us to ‘get your own grace story’ that we can review and rehearse and repeat.  What is the value of such stories in our own lives, for our own personal faith?  What is the value of such stories in the lives of others (see Ps. 78:1-8 to see the effect such stories can have on our children)?   

After the previous verses emphasize the importance of passing on the stories of God’s grace to future generations, Ps. 78:7 states the reason: “so that they might put their confidence in God and not forget God’s works, but keep His commands.”  So that they might trust and obey.  
6.  Do you have a story of God’s grace in your life? If so, are you telling it?  Think back over the course of God’s dealings with you and share a story with one another of his grace in your lives.
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
